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Site History 

 This extension of the International College Of Bible Theology was 
founded in September 1999 in collaboration with Dr. Verda Thompson, ICBT 
Founder. The vision of the ICBT is not only to equip those who had been called 
to full time service, but to provide biblical training to those who desire to serve 
the Lord in the local church as teachers, mentors, and helpers, in practical 
ministry. ICBT is a school that is devoted to training and equipping those who 
desire it, with tools that will make them capable ministers of the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ.  Our vision is to see multitudes of believers taught and instructed 
in a systematic study of Godôs Word, in a disciplined and orderly atmosphere 
of biblical learning. 
 The first Dean was Rev. Oscar Rodriguez, a seasoned minister of 
the Word, who was an expert in restoring troubled churches. Along with Pastor 
Davis as an instructor, with the help of Registrar Robin Iverson, the first class 
year had 45 registrations. Classes were held every Tuesday night for 13 
weeks, with two 1-hour sessions separated by a 15-minute break. By the 2nd 
year, under Dean Rodriguez, Registrar Kristen Davis began to improve upon 
the administrative side of the school. Mr. Ken Burchett was added as an in-
structor.  When the first Associate class graduated, the Bachelor level classes 
were introduced on Thursdays. 
 The second Dean was Rev. Rhonda Strouth, who took the helm in 
mid-2001 with Registrar Jennifer Edwards. At this time, Rev. Leonard Davis 
introduced the Williamsburg campus at the Bethel Restoration Center becom-
ing instructor there.  
 The first full-time Dean is Rev. Dr. Charles A. Wootten, appointed in 
June 2002. The face of the ICBT Petersburg Campus changed. A permanent 
web site was established to allow a greater reach into the TriCities. The entire 
administrative apparatus was completely overhauled and streamlined. This site 
took on the prison outreach ministry of the ICBT under Administrator Margaret 
S. Wootten for two full years, 2003-2005. The Associate and Bachelor level 
classes were increased to 2.5 clock hours each. This process allows more 
students to attend and increases the overall academic proficiency. The level of 
teaching was raised. In 2003 the Crewe Campus at the Dominion Worship 
Center was added, and in 2007 the Union Baptist Church opened an exten-
sion. In 2004 day classes were instituted. In 2005 the Rawlings Campus at 
Hickory Run Baptist Church was added. A seminar in practical theology is 
offered every three months on a Saturday where participants are given a great 
lunch.  Also in 2004, this site was accredited by the Accrediting Commission 
International (ACI). In  2005 we opened our first foreign missions site in Abid-
jan, C^te dôIvoire, West Africa.

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     International College of Bible Theology is accredited with 
Accrediting Commission International. We are not accredited with 
a large regional association. However, we have filed with the 
Library of Congress in Washington, D.C. We have not applied for 
federal grants, but our students can receive some Veteran's 
benefits under certain conditions. Accreditation is not granted by 
the Virginia Department of Education (VDOE). However, we are 
approved under the VDOE Exemption rules. We are very closely 
affiliated with the ICBT Home Office in Norris City, Illinois, and are 
under their umbrella for most administrative purposes. 
 
     Concerning the transfer of credits, this is based upon individual 
college criteria. Education at college level is highly competitive, 
including those colleges within the religious community. There 
seems to be various requirements among the numerous 
denominations. Most Liberal Arts colleges accept only certain 
courses taken at a Bible college. ICBT is interdenominational and 
accepts transfers from most colleges. The number of credits 
accepted depends on the program a student is enrolling in. We have 
not had complaints from ICBT students concerning the transfer of 
credits. 
 
     We are purely a theological school. We are not a member of 
any regional accrediting body. However, we are accredited by the 
Accrediting Commission International for Schools, Colleges and 
Theological Seminaries, as noted in the Library of Congress (TXI-

191-576).

The Lord Jesus is 100% divine (Son of God) while simultaneously being 100% human (Son of Man). As God 
Incarnate, He is the express image of the Living God in human form. (Matt. 1: 23; Jn. 5: 22; II Jn. 3; Heb. 11:1-13) 

ǅ ORIGINAL SIN & FALL OF MAN 
Man was created good and upright in the image and likeness of God. The first man, Adam, through disobedi-
ence, fell from the grace of God and, thus, sin and death entered into the world. Adamôs transgression incurred 
not only physical death for man, but also spiritual death which is eternal separation from God. Manôs propen-
sity to sin because of his sinful nature necessitates salvation from the power of sin and a Savior to provide that 
salvation. (Gen. 1: 26, 27; Gen. 2:1-17, 3:4-6; Rom. 7: 13-25) 

ǅ SALVATION OF MAN 
Manôs only hope of redemption and salvation from sin is through the shed blood of the Lord Jesus Christ. His 
blood is completely sufficient to deliver every person from the power and penalty of sin. (Acts 4: 12; Rom. 5: 8-13, 10: 9; 

Ja. 1: 21; Eph. 2: 8) 

ǅ BAPTISM IN WATER 
Baptism by immersion in water is commanded in the Scriptures. All who repent of their sins and believe in 
Christ as Savior and Lord are to be baptized. (Matt. 28: 19; Mark 16: 16; Acts 10: 47, 48; Rom. 6: 4; Col. 2: 11, 12) 

ǅ THE CHURCH & ITS MISSION 
The Church is the Body of Christ and is comprised of all believers. God inhabits the Body of Christ by the Holy 

Spirit both individually and corporately. Since Godôs purpose concerning man is to seek and to save that which 
is lost, to be worshipped by man, and to build a body of believers in the image of His Son, the Churchôs re-
sponsibility is: 1. To evangelize the world; 2. To be a corporate Body in which man may worship and glorify 
God. (Acts 1: 8; Matt. 28: 19, 20; Mark 16: 15, 16; I Cor. 12: 28, 14: 12) 

ǅ HOLY COMMUNION 
The Lordôs Supper, consisting of bread and a cup of the fruit of the vine, is a memorial of Jesusô suffering and 
death and a celebration of His resurrection to be enjoyed by all believers until He comes again. (II Pet. 1: 4; I Cor. 

11: 26) 

ǅ BAPTISM OF THE HOLY SPIRIT 
The Baptism of believers in the Holy Spirit is evidenced by the initial physical sign of speaking with other 
tongues as the Holy Spirit gives utterance. This experience is distinct from and subsequent to the experience 
of the new birth. With the baptism of the Holy Spirit comes the enduing of power for life and service and the 
bestowing of spiritual gifts. (Acts 2: 4; Lk. 24: 49; Acts 1: 4, 8; I Cor. 12: 1-31; Acts 8: 12-17, 10: 44-46, 15: 7-9, 19: 1-7) 

ǅ EVER INCREASING FAITH 
Faith of heart is based on the hearing (spiritual understanding) of Godôs Word. Without faith it is impossible to 
please God. Christians are saved through faith, justified by faith, shall live by faith, and overcome the world by 
faith. (Rom. 10: 9, 10, 17; Heb. 11: 6; Eph. 2: 8; Rom. 3: 28, 5: 1; Gal. 2: 16, 3: 11; Rom. 1: 16, 17; Heb. 10: 38; I Jn. 5: 4) 

ǅ DIVINE HEALING 
Divine healing is provided for in both the Old and New Testaments and is integral to the Gospel. (Ex. 15: 23-26; Ps. 

103: 1-3; Isa. 53: 4, 5; Matt. 8: 16, 17; Acts 5: 16; Ja. 5: 14-16) 

ǅ THE SECOND ADVENT OF CHRIST & THE FINAL JUDGMENT

Academic Probation 

     Failure to sustain a 2.5 grade point average in any given trimester will 
automatically require academic probation. The student's progress will be 
monitored for the next two courses he completes. If, after the next two 
courses are completed, the student's grade point average is still below 
the 2.0 cumulative average, the student will be asked to withdraw from 
the school. 
 
Absence Policy 
     The attendance policy at I.C.B.T. is as follows:   3 credit course - 1 
unexcused absence, grade lowered, dismissal on 3rd. Extenuating cir-
cumstances will be considered. With respect to military service, all 
courses that have service personnel enrolled will be placed in suspen-
sion, without penalty, should the individual be deployed. These will re-
sume their courses upon return. In all cases, the instructor must be noti-
fied if a class is to be missed for any reason. Missing classes without 
notifying the instructor will count toward this policy.       
 
Incomplete Studies Policy 

     Course work should be completed by the due date set by the in-
structor. In any class where the student has unfinished work, at the 
conclusion of the trimester, will receive an incomplete (I). All incom-
plete work must be finished within 30 days of the last day of the tri-
mester. A student who has not completed all requirements for a 
course because of extenuating circumstances must obtain a Petition 
for Incomplete Grade Form from the office and have it approved by 

the Instructor. Instructors will assign incomplete grades as follows: I /
B, I /C, I/D, I/F. (If completed within 30 days, the alternate grade will 
be awarded).  Students may petition the Dean with a $25 fee to re-
quest the re-opening of their course file once the 30-day grace period 
has expired.

Student Responsibilities 

     The degree student is one who is fulfilling the requirements 
for an Associate, Bachelor, Master, or Doctorate Degree, 
and is  in terested in receiving an academic education and 
completing prescribed requirements of a well-rounded theological 
education. In most cases, this student will be pursuing a full -
time career in Christian service at the graduate level. Degree 
students must complete prescribed work beyond that required of 
certificate and diploma students, usually a term project or exten-

sive work-study assignment. The course study guide or syllabus will 
define the amount of student's additional work. A student's re-
cord of classes appears on the student's permanent transcript. 

     Students are responsible to attend all classes in which they 
are enrolled.

     While a student is enrolled in ICBT, Christian service is required. This 
will be accomplished by performing a weekly activity under the local pas-
tor's supervision. The student will attend verified church/para-church 
functions such as church or ministry conferences, church or ministry 
seminars (including ICBT), Bible studies, prayer meetings, special church 
services, and fellowships. (See also page 19, Internships).  
 

Standards of Conduct 

     ICBT bases its standard of conduct on Biblical principles. All stu-
dents must agree to abide by the standard as set forth in the Holy 
Scriptures. All students must realize that attendance at ICBT is a privi-
lege and not a right. Any student whose conduct is considered a poor 
testimony for Christ will be counseled and disciplined. The school re-
serves the right to refuse admission or dismiss a student whose per-
sonal conduct or attitude, in the judgment of the administration, is not 
consistent with the Christian spirit and standards which the school 
seeks to maintain. We are committed to maintaining a high standard of 

moral and academic excellence. We feel that the work of God de-
serves our best.  
 
Correspondence Policy 
Enrollment in a correspondence course does not grant nor imply regular 
admission to the ICBT. To obtain a degree from the ICBT, a student must 
complete at least 25 percent of the degree credit hours in residence. (See 

the published correspondence policy in the Deanôs Office). A grade sheet on the course 
submitted will be mailed to the student within 45 days of receipt of the 
material. Students desiring to have homework and term papers returned 
after grading must provide for the cost of shipping and handling plus a 
request in writing. All postage costs are to be handled by the student. 
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General Information 

Chapel Attendance 
     The I.C.B.T. chapel activities provide the heart of the I.C.B.T. ex-
perience. Many students and alumni can testify to the spiritual 
growth, maturity and experience gained in these activities. For this 
reason, students are expected to participate in all chapel activities.  

 

Spiritual 
     Students must be in good spiritual standing with their local church. 

No student will be admitted without pastoral approval. Students 
should be baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and either 
filled with or actively seeking the Holy Ghost. Biblical, moral and holi-
ness principles should be followed at all times. 

 

Plagiarism 

      When completing written assignments (e.g., essays reports) stu-
dents must acknowledge their use of resource materials. This in-
cludes direct quotations, summaries, or paraphrases. The three-fold 
criteria for a student to be guilty of plagiarism (failure to acknowledge 
these sources) is: 

 1.  no mention of the author in the text 

 2.  no quotation marks included 

 3.  the reference was not footnoted. 

 

Plagiarism is a serious academic offence, subject to penalty. When a 
faculty members discovers student plagiarism: 

¶ the student's name will be placed on a central list in the Aca-
demic Office, 

¶ the student's essay will be given a grade of F if it was the first 
offence (i.e., a maximum of 40%) or a grade of zero, and possible 
disciplinary action, if it was the second or subsequent offence. The 
writing of a supplemental exam will not be permitted should the stu-

dent fail that particular course.

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Term Papers & Outside Reading (contõd) 

     This policy follows the practice of many leading seminaries 
and graduate schools throughout the United States. This option 
is related to the Master's work only and is effective for all stu-
dents. The no-thesis option represents a minimum of 60 credit 
hours beyond the Bachelor's Degree and the option must be exer-
cised by all students who select this program. 
 
Masterõs Thesis Requirements 

     The thesis requirement for the Master Degree is fifty to sev-

enty pages, and must adhere to the following: 

1. The subject chosen must be approved by the Graduate 

School, and the thesis topic and content should not duplicate 

any previous work by former students on current topics un-

der investigation. Previously written manuscripts or books will not 

be accepted. 

2. A schedule for submitting topic, tentative outline, and 

chapters for approval will be given to all students by the 

Graduate School Office. Dates for submitting supervised 

phases of the thesis program must be followed, including sub-

mission of the final draft with copies. 

3. Students who fail to maintain a GPA of 3.0 on a scale of 

4.0 at the completion of 24 units will be required to dis-

continue work on the thesis until this average is achieved. 

4.  A time limit not to exceed two years will be allowed for 

completion of the thesis following the regular course work 

outlined in the catalog. Extension of this time must be made 

by petition to the Dean of the Graduate School. 
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General Information 

Internship 
All students must complete an Internship Program before graduation. 
The requirements are: Certificate Programð20 hours, Diploma Pro-
gramð40 hours, Associate Degreeð80 hours, Bachelor Degreeð
160 hours, Master Degreeð220 hours, and Doctorate Degreeð300 
hours. Internship must be served in the student's specific area of em-
phasis. Examples of internship are: Ministry Administrationð
volunteer in a ministry office to be trained in the aspects of the ad-

ministration of that ministry, or for Teacherðvolunteer as a teacher's 
assistant and do some practice teaching, or Helps Ministryð

volunteer in area such as in a Food Pantry. (See p.17, Christian Service) 

 

Repeating Classes 

 Upon instructor approval, a student may repeat a course for 
which a grade of ñDò or ñFò is received. The last grade received will be 
used in computing the studentôs cumulative grade point average. 
Successful students may take refresher courses when offered. 

 

ICBT Calendar 

 ICBT operates on a trimester system. There are three 13-
week trimesters in the school year. Effective August 2004 the school 
year will begin with the third week in August and will end with the first 
week in June. All day classes are 75 minutes in length (except in 

summer) unless otherwise announced. All evening classes are 2.5 
hours in length (except in summer) unless otherwise announced. 
Summer classes are available from the third week of June through 
the second week in August, unless otherwise announced.

Undergraduate Programs 

 

ASSOCIATE 
     The Associate program is designed to provide an introduction in 
the fields of Biblical studies and theology. The program is founda-
tional and provides insight for both laity and those who wish to become 
involved in active ministry. A total of seventy-two trimester unit hours 
(24 courses) are required to attain an Associateôs Degree. A 2.5 
GPA is required on a scale of 4.0. A high school diploma, GED, or equivalent 
through equivalency testing with ICBT is required to receive a degree and should 
be completed before beginning college courses. 

BACHELOR 

     The Bachelor program is designed to provide enrichment in the 
areas of Biblical truths and effective ministry. Both the laity and those 
pursuing active ministry will benefit from this program. A total of 144 
trimester unit hours is required. (This includes seventy-two units from the 
Associate program.)  A 2.5 GPA on a scale of 4.0 is required.

Students who desire a college edu-
cation must be willing to do college level work. The higher level 
of degree, the higher level of work is required. Please be 
aware of this fact before you enroll in a higher - level educa-
tion program. 
 
Tutoring or Mentoring Costs 
     Tutoring or mentoring costs are not part of ICBT fees, and are 
not initiated by the ICBT staff. Such help is up to an individual 
student. Correspondent students must be self-motivated and 
self-starting. Any tutoring costs that a correspondent student 
incurs are that which he/she will initiate with a third party, to-
tally separate from ICBT. These are costs are not related to 

ICBT costs! 
 
Masterõs Degreeñ Thesis Option 
     Students may select the option of taking six additional unit hours 
to obtain the Master Degree without writing a thesis. The six hours, 
representing basically two courses, may be taken, in place of writ-
ing a Master's Thesis. The six hours must exceed the normal 60 
unit hours requirement for the Master's Degree. Students may se-
lect to write the thesis and receive three quarter unit hours credit 
under the normal 60 unit hour program. 
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Term Papers & Outside Reading 

     Every course offered by International College of Bible Theol-
ogy requires the following work: all homework, quizzes, and exams 
included with the Study Guide (Commentary) must be completed 
and turned in at any level of education. Term papers and a Reading 
Log must accompany the Term Paper. Textbooks assigned to each 
course must be read. If audioï or video-tapes are included in a 
course, they must be listened to, notes taken, and turned in. 
 

Term Papers 
     One term paper for each course. This paper must be on the 
course subject. For example: if you are studying prayer, do not 
write on love. The following chart contains how many pages are ex-
pected at each level of schooling. 
 

Freshman to Associate: A minimum of 5 pages and 
a maximum of 7 pages  
Associate to Bachelor: A minimum of 7 pages and a 
maximum of 10 pages  
Bachelor to Master: A minimum of 10 pages and a 
maximum of 20 pages  
Master to Doctorate: A minimum of 20 pages and a 
maximum of 35 pages  

Do not write less than the minimum nor more than the 

maximum pages required! 
 
Outside Reading 
     Reading must pertain to the course subject and must be from 
two sources. For example: if you are studying prayer, you may 
read on intercessory prayer or Christ's prayers. This reading in-
cludes books or other materials, other than your Study Guide 
and the Bible or textbook included with the Study Guide. (Hint: 
use the outside reading as reference material for your term paper). Each 
student is responsible for a completed Reading Log at the end of each 
course. No Reading LogðNo Grade. 
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Degree Programs 

Graduate Programs 
     The Graduate Programs are designed primarily for those already in 
ministry who desire a graduate degree in Bible or theology. There-
fore, those who apply for candidate status in a graduate program 
wil l be individually counseled. All applicants must submit a written 
statement outlining vocational objectives and how the degree might re-
late to those objectives. Some credit may be given under certain conditions. 
Percentile testing is allowed one time for a percentage of credit hours in Bible 
Courses. 

MASTER 

     The Masterôs program is designed for those pursuing full-time 
ministry. This program requires independent research and study. 
Entrance into the Master's Program requires that the candidates have 
a 3.0 GPA, on a scale of 4.0, on their undergraduate transcripts. A 
Bachelorôs Degree of a religious nature is required to enter this program. 
Sixty-credit hours are required at this level for graduation. Students are 
asked to submit a complete ministry resume and secular resume to be 
considered in their evaluation. 

DOCTORATE 

     The Doctorate Program is a research Degree for those pur-
suing full time ministry. This program requires independent research 
and study. Admission to the Doctorate Program requires a Master's 
Degree of a religious nature with a minimum GPA of 3.0, on a scale 
of 4.0 on graduate and undergraduate transcripts. Admission to this 
program is subject to review and approval by the administration. Sixty credit hours 
are required at this level for graduation. Students are asked to submit a com-
plete ministry resume and secular resume to be considered in their 
evaluation. 

Graduate Degree Programs Offered 

     Biblical Studies, Biblical Counseling, Pastoral Studies, Religious Edu-
cation, Christian Education, Ministry, Divinity (usually given in an honor-
ary setting), Christian Counseling, and Theology. The stated major must 
be in one of these areas.
